At the beginning of each academic year teachers agree with pupils a set of class rules. These are
displayed in the classroom to be used as a point of reference for maintaining high standards of
behaviour for anyone working in that room; they are revised at the start of each half term.

Use kind words and actions toward everyone.

Take care of school property and playground equipment.
Be welcoming and invite others to join games or activities.
Play only in approved areas of the playground.
